The income from hired employment also increased
by 2.5%, from self-employment — by 0.03% but the shares of the latters decreased in total monetary
income by 0.5 and 0.4 percentage points correspondingly. The decrease was recorded from property
(renting, interests, share) by 18.9% but the share of the latter remained unchanged in total monetary
income. Other incomes decreased by 18.1%, the share of which in total monetary income decreased by

0.8 percentage point (Tables 5.1. and 5.2.).

Almost the same tendencies were recorded in urban settlements. Thus total nominal monetary
income of urban population increased by 4.4%. Moreover, an increase in monetary income was recorded
from the sale of agricultural products and agricultural animals by 18.5%, from pensions and benefits — by
6.5%, from transfers — by 6.3% and from self-employment — by 5.4%. As a result, the shares of income
received from the above-mentioned sources also increased in total monetary income by 0.1, 0.3, 0.2 and
0.1 percentage points correspondingly. The increase in monetary income was recorded from hired
employment by 4.3% but the share of the latter in total monetary income remained unchanged. The
decrease was recorded from property (renting, interests, share) by 32.1% and from other incomes by
17.4%. As a result, the shares of incomes received from the above-mentioned sources also decreased in

total monetary income by 0.1 and 0.6 percentage points correspondingly (Tables 5.1. and 5.2.).

In 2017 per capita nominal monetary income of households in rural settlements increased by
3.7%. Thus an increase was recorded from property (renting, interests, share) 6.8 times, from transfers —
by 27.0%, from sale of agricultural products and agricultural animals — by 11.4%. As a result, the shares of
income received from the above-mentioned sources increased in total monetary income by 0.1, 2.1 and
1.3 percentage points correspondingly. The increase in monetary income was recorded from hired
employment by 2.8% but the share of the latter in total monetary income decreased by 0.3 percentage
point. The decrease was recorded from other incomes by 20.5%, from self-employment by 10.5% and
from pensions and benefits by 0.3%. As a result, the shares of income received from the above-mentioned
sources decreased in total monetary income by 1.3, 1.1 and 0.8 percentage points correspondingly (Tables
5.1.and 5.2.).

! The main results of the living standard integrated survey of households are structural indicators. The absolute numbers of money

incomes are more usable for their structure and rates.
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Along with the increase of monetary income polarization decreased. Thus in 2017 per capita
monetary income of the most well-off group of the population (top 10%) exceeded the monetary income

of the less well-off group of the population 16.9 times (in 2016 — 17.5 times).

The next group of indicators characterizing the accessibility of food is the expenditures of

households by directions as well as the volume and structure of the food consumed.

In 2017 compared to the previous year per capita monthly average consumption of sugar
decreased by 25.9%, fruit and berries — by 10.2%, butter — by 7.7%, bread and bakery products — by 6.0%,
vegetables — by 5.9%, cheese of all types — by 4.7%, vegetable oil — 3.7%, meat and meat products — by
3.0%, potatoes and eggs — by 1.5%, milk and matsun — by 1.1%. Along with that the monthly
consumption of fish and fish products increased by 5.6% (Table 5.17.).

A key indicator used to estimate the welfare and living standards of the population is the level of
poverty in a country. The poor are defined as those with consumption per adult equivalent below the
upper general poverty line; whereas the extremely poor or the undernourished are defined as those with

consumption per adult equivalent below the food poverty line.

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In 2017 the poverty level was higher within rural population than urban population, which
decreased by 3.6 percentage point compared to 2016 and comprised 26.8%. Meanwhile the decrease of
poverty level was registered in the urban settlements by 3.8 percentage point and comprised 25.0%. The
extreme poverty level of rural population increased by 0.5 percentage point and comprised 1.9% and for

urban population it decreased by 0.8 percentage point and comprised 1.2% (Table 5.13.).

In 2017, the poverty level by marzes had different trends. Particularly, compared to 2016
decreasing trend was registered: in Gegharkunik — by 8.3 percentage point, in Lori — by 6.1 percentage
point, in Tavush — by 6.0 percentage point, in Syunik — by 5.7 percentage point, in Ararat — by 5.2
percentage point, in Kotayk — by 4.3 percentage point, in Armavir — by 3.8 percentage point, in Vayots
Dzor — by 1.9 percentage point and in Shirak — by 1.2 percentage point. On the contrary, the increase of
poverty level was registered in Aragatsotn by 1.9 percentage point (Table 5.14.).

The poverty level by marzes compared to the state average indicator (25.7%) is as follows: higher
indicators than the state average are registered in Shirak — 44.3%, in Kotayk — 31.1%, in Lori — 29.7%, in
Tavush — 27.8% and in Armavir — 26.2%. At the same time lower indicators than the state average are
registered in Ararat — 21.7%, in Gegharkunik — 20.5%, in Syunik — 18.5%, in Aragatsotn — 17.6% and in
Vayots Dzor — 16.9%. In Yerevan the following indicator comprised 22.4% (Table 5.14.).

Gini coefficient is the indicator characterizing the living standards of population, which
represents population's consumption, income and its distribution disparity. In 2017 the income Gini
coefficient comprised 0.359 (compared to 0.375 in 2016) and consumption Gini coefficient — 0.289
(compared to 0.286 in 2016) (Table 5.12). This shows that the population inequality in Armenia is deeper

in distribution of income than consumption.
