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In the Il quarter of 2013 the growth rate
of the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) comprised
100.6% compared to 107.1% for the same period
of 2012 (Table 1.1). The volume of GDP at
current prices made up 900 746.3 million drams
in the Il quarter of 2013, including the volume of
agriculture in GDP — 113 845.6 million drams or
12.6% (compared to 13.2% of the Il quarter of
2012). In the Il quarter of 2013 the growth rate
of agriculture (104.1%) exceeded the growth rate
of GDP (100.6%). In the Il quarter of 2012 the
same picture was registered: the growth rate of
agriculture made up 112.0% and the growth rate
of GDP made up 107.1%.

In the 1l quarter of 2013 consumer price
index made up 108.7% compared to 102.4% for
the same period of the previous year (Table 2.1).
The recorded inflation was the result of an
inflation of services, food products (including
alcoholic beverages and tobacco) and non food
products 110.2%, 109.2% and 104.0%
correspondingly.
